· Classes are scheduled weekly as a three-hour lecture OR two-hour lecture and one-hour tutorial.

· Students are encouraged to run an Academic Advisement Report on MyServiceHub to help them determine what courses they

need to enroll in and to ensure that the courses apply to their program graduation requirements.  
· The typical course load is 5 courses per semester. Students should speak to their Program Administrator if they wish to reduce or

increase their course load.
· Instructors will provide course outlines (including required texts) to students via D2L on the first day of classes.

If you have not yet
received confirmation about transfer credits, please enroll in your first-year courses but be prepared to drop them if
confirmation is received. IN ALL CASES, it is recommended that you consult with the Program Administrator, for further
clarification.

· If you are interested in completing a minor, please refer to the undergraduate calendar for a complete list of minors and the
minor course requirements. Many of the courses in Required Group Table I and Open Electives can be used towards a minor.
