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What do you do on a "day-to-day" basis in your current role?

I oversee the full customer care operations of all our projects in different stages of
development from post-sales to suite closings and warranty. 

This includes visiting sites and liaising with project construction teams to ensure suite
production is on track and the quality of the build is 'hotel ready', creating project
budgets and department procedures and protocols including communication strategies
for our purchasers and homeowners, a well as collaborating with other departments. I am
also responsible for hiring, training, and coaching customer care staff.
